MASS INTENTIONS FOR THE WEEK 

My dear Sisters and brothers! 
Before I write something about the Gospel of this Sunday, I would like to congratulate all the parents 
and especially the students who are graduating this year 2026. As you start the new chapter of your life, 
never forget the faith formation you received throughout your schooling. Keep Jesus the center of your 
lives; make your faith your own by attending Mass and use your talents in service to others and above all 
for the glory of God. Be sure of our prayers and every spiritual support. 
 

After a few days we will be celebrating the Ascension of the Lord. The Risen Lord will be going to His 
heavenly Father to prepare the dwelling places for each one of us. However, the Risen Jesus is ever present with us 
through His spiritual presence. He is present in His Church, in the world, in the Liturgy, in communal prayer, and in 
His priestly ministers: in a unique way He is present Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity in the Eucharist under the 
appearance of bread and wine. We meet him each time we receive Holy Communion. 
 

In the Gospel, Jesus speaks to His disciples of the inseparable bound of love between Himself and the Father, and of 
their love for mankind. In Jesus we see the fullness of God’s love and how God’s love is directed to our well- being. 
Jesus invites us to remain in relationship with Him. This relationship is based on and nourished by love through   
obeying his commandment. That love is not just words or interior feelings, but an authentic love that is manifested 
through action. Loving Jesus and keeping His commands are two sides of the same coin.  
 

Jesus calls his disciples to walk in His way of love through obedience to the will of the Father. Therefore, True love 
for God is expressed in obedience and obedience is expressed in love. When we love our neighbor, our love reaches to 
Jesus and brings our identity of being His disciples. The love of God unites us in an unbreakable bond of fidelity, 
friendship and community with others.  I wish and pray that you continue growing in love of Christ through the obedi-
ence to His commandments, Amen.
